There's another take on this text. These words are not 

really a show of bravado. In fact, they are a set of urgent 

pleas. The requests don't fit in well anyplace else, and the

It happens, probably more 

than I would want to know. This made me so proud to 

know that there was not a moment's hesitation to answer 

this call.
