Open to the Community  - No Charge 
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As I tap out these words from my 

Blackberry it's a few days after July 4. 

This afternoon the sky has been 

rumbling with booming throaty thunder 

- but it's only a tease. The plants in my 

garden have been praying, no - begging 

for rain. (Well, I've been praying for it, 

too. I can't wait until shmini atzeret, 

that's just crazy!) This fierce heat saps 

all forward motion from my bones. I 

become a study in slow motion lethargy. 

So, I would imagine that you might be 

wondering if there's some potentially 

meaningful idea lurking within this hazy pile of words... I was 

wondering about that myself, sitting under the whirring overhead 

fan in my office at home. A few drops of rain have tap-tap-tapped 

on the sky-light. (Please, Sir, may I have another? Come on, it's 

been so long! What? More rain drops, a whole melody of tapping 

drops? Thank You, Thank You!)) OK, I want to share some small 

revelations from the Becker Chapel, the most Awesome Space in 

our synagogue. Summertime is something of a break in terms of 

programming; limmud and lunch & learn come back on line in 

mid August. Shabbos morning on July 2 was in the chapel, and at 

the start of the day I dreaded the idea of a pathetic bedraggled 

few davenners. My alarm was misplaced. The chapel was full, the 

singing was sweet, it was rosh chodesh, the pre-Torah discussion 

was spirited. Alayne chanted her signature rosh chodesh portion. 

Rosalie led us in America the Beautiful. Norman Rockwell 

smiled down upon the scene. 

 

Last night's meditation circle was unexpectedly large, nearly a 

minyan's worth. Measuring the numbers by a minyan is a bit 

ironic, as there are a few Jews, some Christians, some Muslims. 

Our shared language is silence. A rich silence colored by good 

wishes and compassion. We talk a bit before and after the sitting, 

and the sense of kehilla is palpable. All the meditators love the 

chapel - it is such an inviting intimate embrace. Each week I 

marvel at the small miracle of this thriving inter-faith meditative 

community out here in East Memphis. The Holy One (who 

travels under many names) smiles down. This morning's minyan 

might have been like so many others. Ten Jews, maybe a couple 

more for good measure. A few places in the brisk-paced davening 

blossom into melody: psalm 150, shma, shomer yisrael, aleinu. 

I'm not the leader (most mornings are led by congregants), I'm 

just enjoying the vibe. It's excellent, a sort of chatty, mumbly 

cousin to the more disciplined meditation circle. Maybe the 

theme of this piece is Small is Beautiful. If you've prayed or 

studied or meditated in the chapel, you must already know that. 

But I'm suggesting more. I'm grateful for the terrific sense of 

camaraderie, fellowship, kehilla, connection. Sure, you can find it 

throughout our building, but there's no place like that circular 

room adorned with those magical windows. 

While things feel motionless in this shimmering heat, the pace 

will soon pick up. Choir will rehearse (some gorgeous new pieces 

on the way), the Torah study groups will start up (I've missed 

them). We are blessed with some wonderful gifts and it's 

important to acknowledge them from time to time. Modim 

anachnu - thank you, Thank You.

Would you like to make a meaningful gift to Beth Sholom but donôt have the cash on hand?  There are 

many creative ways to make a charitable gift which allow you to support the shul and receive tax savings. 
 

Consider a gift of real estate. Do you have investment property that you no longer wish to own? Gift it to 

Beth Sholom.   You will receive an immediate income tax deduction for the appraised value of the gift, 

and the federal gift and estate taxes on your estate may be reduced as well.   
 

Another option may be gifting appreciated securities.  If your financial services provider holds securities 

in your account, ask that the securities be electronically transferred to the Jewish Foundation of Memphis.  

This is often the most expedient way of making your gift.   The Foundation can provide you with any 

information needed to complete the transfer, can liquidate the assets and then can direct them as a dona-

tion on your behalf to Beth Sholom. 
 

Jewelry, artwork and other collectibles are also assets that can be utilize to fulfill your charitable wishes.  

These items can be gifted to the Jewish Foundation and then sold with the proceeds donated to Beth 

Sholom.  Items that have appreciated in value are generally deductible at full fair market value. 
 

Are you older than 70 ½?  Consider gifting part of your qualified retirement account.  Because of recently passed legislation, the 

amount transferred directly from your account to the synagogue will not be reportable as income. 
 

How about paid up life insurance? If you have an old policy that you no longer need, consider gifting it the synagogue!  Youôll real-

ize a current charitable deduction for the cash value or the value of the premiums already paid and the synagogue will receive the 

cash value of the policy. 
 

Whatever you decide, be sure to consult your financial advisor before making any type of gift to the synagogue.  He/she will be able 

to advise you regarding the best asset for you to utilize to fulfill your charitable and tax objectives.

Many of you know that our dues do not completely cover the costs to run our shul.   

The money from the appeal offsets the difference between the dues and our actual costs.  We have been very successful in keeping 

our costs within budget for the last two years and have met our met our financial needs This fact should make you all proud of your-

selves and your synagogue leadership and staff. 

 

Last year part of our fund raising involved a raffle and a concert.  We asked you to buy tickets for the raffle and again for the con-

cert.  This year we have decided to wrap all of our fund raising into one annual appeal.  In other words, we are asking you to give 

just what you gave last year, for the appeal, for the raffle and for the concert.  If you do this, we will not ask for any more money this 

year!!  We are making excellent progress this year in staying within our budget, but that budget does include raising $160,000.  So 

we need your help to raise this.   

 

Again your Board of Directors took the responsibility to call each synagogue member personally.  They have done this for the last 

four years and you have responded very well.  This year when your board member calls you, please say YES.  I will give what I gave 

last year and want to help us reach our goal.  You should take pride in what we have accomplished.  And remember the money 

pledged is not due in total until September 30, 2012 and can be paid in any way you wish, charged to your MasterCard or Visa, paid 

through your IRA (see your financial adviser) or whatever.  Paid monthly, quarterly or in one lump sum.  We need your help again 

this year.  We have a very high percentage of our membership who help us in this appeal.  Letôs make it 100% this year.
